 CITs will be notified of their acceptance into the program by January 31st. 

 

 CIT Cancellation Policy:  There are many campers that apply for participation in the CIT program.  Space 

is limited.  Therefore, cancellation must be made by April 1st. Any cancellations after April 1st will forfeit all 

fees.
